We encourage you to bring your own 
table as limited tables will be available upon request.  If you request an 8 ft linear space with an 8 ft 
table and also have a standing display; you will need to request a 10 ft linear space or larger to fit your 
spacing needs.  
 
Each crafter participating in the “Christmas Affair” will be asked to donate a handcrafted item(s) 
valued at $25.00 or more for our Chance Auction. Our craft show will also feature our own bakery 
and Kafe΄ areas.
